SPARTA DRAMA

Workshop training for drama practitioners

Budapest, 14-17 August, 2006. 

HUDEA, the Hungarian Drama and Theatre in Education Association organises an intense and practical workshop training session for drama practitioners, teachers, university or college students who wish to enhance their understanding of, and experience in drama. 

This workshop training programme had a succesful premiere last year, and therefore the organisers opened it up for international audience. Although the programme is titled Sparta after the ancient Hellenic city (as the accomodation and other facilities tend to be rather basic),  the intellectual qualities of the workshops are really Athenian!

This year there are to be two parallel sections, one in Hungarian and one in English. Participants are to receive the same programme, regardless of their language spoken. The only difference will be the order of the workshops for each language.

Central topic: 
Contemporary Approaches in Drama

· From Classroom-Based Drama to Theatre in Education

Szauder Erik, drama lecturer – His workshop is centred around the different approaches that can be used in classrooms, from contextual drama to Mantle of the Expert. After discussing the basic principles the participants are to enter a devising process in order to explore the nature of the medium. Although the central tenet of the work will be a well-known tale, the worksop will  not only be useful for teachers of primary classes.

Bethlenfalvy Ádám, actor-teacher (Kerekasztal TIE Company, Big Brum TIE Company) – His workshop explores the basic elements of Theatre in Education, from choosing a topic through theatre form to teacher in-role. Through this process the participants are to explore the ways content and educational objectives define our work with students. The workshop is open for teachers not involved in TIE work as well, as the areas to be explored are relevant for drama teachers, and all educators interested in drama and theatre as well.
